She was emaciated with a body score of one; she was dehydrated so badly we administered warm
subcutaneous fluids and gave her oral vitamins to start nourishing her body. She did not utter a sound.
Her gums were pale and she was cold to the touch. Her temperature was only 97 degrees; we put her
on heating pads and covered her with blankets. She was suffering from muscle loss too. For the first
week she did not want to eat much or exercise much. The next day she ate six small meals of plain
yogurt and some rice that had been boiled in chicken broth. This slow process continued over the next
several weeks and she was often seen wearing a sweater to help keep her warm and cushion her bones.
She weighed almost 30 pounds on a frame that could hold easily double that. Slowly but surely she
began to trust us enough to gobble her food in front of us and become excited when someone walked
toward her with a leash. Now a nearly 40 pound Ginger bounds with happiness when she sees a person,
especially with a food bowl. Sadly there is more to her story than her poor physical state and
apprehensive longing for love.

On the day of her arrival to Alchemy, Ginger was scanned for a microchip and we found that she had
been reported missing in 2010 and registereR Ay Cf 2NARI H ¢KS 24y SNRa
telephone number was disconnected and no new telephone number was on file!

Volunteers are coming and going through the office each on a
mission, gathering bath materials, grooming supplies, treats for the
dogs and cats and someone looking for a rabbit toy (yes rabbits love
to play). Smiles are contagious as we hear through the window a
group of college students talking about their week at school all the
while not realizing what joy they are providing to the dogs they are
walking. One of the caretakers is heard carrying on a conversation
with the cats as she tends to their every need. Someone just left the
building after collecting some quilts and pillows for a new bed for a
senior dog, making sure he would be comfortable with what they
have chosen.

When caring for a couple of hundred animals every day of the week,

you would not think that there would be a moment when calmness

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dire distress. His face was matted and soaked with saliva but the most apparent thing about Wicket
was the sound coming from his throat. We took him to the vet clinic where he collapsed and was
put on oxygen. His temperature was 104 and his tongue was purple. After examination by the
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Syndrome. Skull bones in breeds affected by BAS are usually shortened in length but are of normal
width. The soft tissues in the throat are not proportionately reduced, resulting in narrowed air
passages that may cause obstruction of the glottis. In short Wicket has too much soft tissue in the
back of his throat. When he gets excited or if he gets overheated it can obstruct his airway, causing
lack of oxygen. He is not permitted any surgery, even a neuter, because he would die under the
anesthetic. The vet informed us that his syndrome could be fixed with surgery that would cost
roughly $5,000. Unfortunately, this was not something that the sanctuary could afford at this time.
We were also told that it would simply be a matter of time with Wicket, that without the surgery he
would die within a few years. This turned into a situation where if the animal was not taken care of
properly he would be suffering and our vet put the option of euthanasia on the table. Being a No-Kill
facility, we opted to try the other routes first.

The most critical problem was Wicket becoming too excited and over exerting himself. So we put a
plan into place while raising funds, and Wicket was ready to help us help him! As a self-remedy,
Wicket lies flat on a cold surface to cool his temperature. He also breathes through his mouth
rapidly, opening his trachea to increase oxygen flow. This quick breathing does not allow him to
swallow the saliva he excretes fast enough. To help Wicket, we keep his hair short. He must be kept
Ay | 022t Sy @ANERYYSYy ( BthewhterilftaSoved eders\vBeNdhd climite f
is too cool, he could inhale saliva causing him to choke, putting him at risk for a respiratory infection
or pneumonia. Wicket also follows a strict exercise protocol so as not to over exert.

Through all of this, Wicket has been a trooper and a pleasant pup! He genuinely loves people! While
he enjoys toys he is twice as happy to just be with a loving person. Upon meeting him you know
instantly that he is one of the happiest dogs in the world! This only encourages us to try harder for
his sake to save his life. We desperately need the funds for his surgery.
